He completed his doctoral studies at Oxford University,
focusing on Aquinas’ metaphysics and arguments for the
existence of God. Fr. White has authored numerous books
and articles, including: Wisdom in the Face of Modernity: A
Thomistic Study in Natural Theology (Sapientia Press, 2016),
The Incarnate Lord: A Thomistic Study in Christology (The
Catholic University of America Press, 2015), The Trinity: On
the Nature and Mystery of the One God (The Catholic
University of America Press, 2022)

In 2023, he was awarded the title Master of Sacred Theology
by the Dominican Order. He is also co-editor of the journal
Nova et Vetera, a Distinguished Scholar of the McDonald
Agape Foundation, and President of the Academy of Catholic
Theology.
